Practical Experience and Theoretical Innovation of China’s Large—scale Poverty Reduction

Abstract: China has, for the first time in history, eliminated absolute poverty by the end of the year 2020. Compared with the
large—scale poverty reduction actions of the United States, India and other foreign countries, China puts more emphasis on the subjec-
tivity of the government in the process of poverty reduction, shows the extremely strong mobilization ability of the government, and ac-
cumulates rich and unique practical experience in political guidance, responsibility implementation, policy implementation, resource
allocation, strategic adjustment and other aspects. Compared with the bureaucratic governance model commonly used in foreign coun-
tries, China has creatively injected a large number of mobilization elements into the bureaucratic system and implemented " mobilization
poverty reduction". This poverty reduction model is based on the strong leadership of the people’s political party and the strong support
of the basic system of the macro—control country. It follows the core concept of " borderless" resource mobilization, and adopts the oper-
ation mechanism of cross level penetration, cross department linkage and cross regional convergence, which highlights the advantages of
socialism with Chinese characteristics.
