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The Replacement of Ming by Qing and the Transformation of

Choson Korea’s Perceptions Towards China

Abstract ; After the replacement of the Ming Dynasty by the Qing Dynasty, although it was a vassal state of Qing, the Choson Ko-
rea still secretly cherished the idea of " opposing Qing and restoring Ming" for a long time, and even planned the " Northern Expedi-
tion" . However, with the stabilization of Qing’s governance and the adjustment of its policies, as well as the rise of the trend of " dispel
ornament to seek substance" in Korea, Choson's perceptions towards the Qing Dynasty gradually changed from resistance to acceptance.
While there was still some private and semi—public nostalgia for the Ming dynasty in Choson Korea, the notion " the unorthodox nation
has no century—old national fortune" gradually disappeared. The Choson Korea elite began to recognize the prosperity and power of the
Qing Dynasty, and admitted Qing Dynasty as a continuation of Chinese orthodoxy,and the voice of "learn from Qing" appeared. The
change of Choson's perceptions towards Qing lasted for more than one hundred years. It not only promoted the improvement of bilateral

relations and the development of economic and cultural exchanges, but also led other neighboring countries to normalize their relations

with the Qing Dynasty.
